In this drawing Hannah created a
successful abstract composition out of recognizable, figurative objects. We only see the subject’s hands
and shoulder and feel her anguish as she clutches the pillows that are meant to give her comfort but
instead serve as something to perhaps scream into. The lines of the pillow zig zag across the
composition, taking our eye from the figure's clutches to the background. We see 2 small pockets of dark
air that prevent us from suffocating in the composition, with the poor, tormented figure.

We feel that Hannah will be successful working in Rome. She will study intensively each day and work
from ancient ruins and monuments, and also from classical masterpieces by artists such as Bernini,
Caravaggio, and Michelangelo. We wholly recommend Hannah for RAP 2025 and wish her much
success!
